4. Course Content 



1. Brief description of the 
course and its content

The course provides advanced knowledge of language and 
literature in Spain and Latin America. It focuses on a 
scholarly approach to language and literature and draws 
attention to scholarly methods. The course is completed by a 
degree essay. Throughout the course practice is continued in 
oral and written proficiency.  
 
The course consists of the following three sub-courses: 
1. The History of Spanish Literature, as a Scholarly Discipline, 
7.5 credits 
2. Spanish Linguistics, as a Scholarly Discipline, 7.5 credits 
3. Degree Essay, 15 credits

6. Grades 
1. Scale of grades Students are awarded one of the following grades: Fail, Pass 

or Distinction 
In Spanish sub-courses the grades 1-5 are used in which 1 is 
the lowest and 5 the highest grade. A grade of 1 is equivalent 
to Fail.

To be awarded a Pass on the whole course the student shall 
have passed all sub-courses. To be awarded a grade of 
Distinction on the whole course the student shall have 
achieved the grade of Distinction for at least 15 higher 
education credits on the course. 

3.  Availability of

Foreign students and Swedish students intending to use their 
qualifications abroad have the right to a supplementary ECTS 
grading. Students must request such a grading at the latest 
three weeks from the start of the course. This request is made 
to the director of studies or the equivalent authority.
