Course description:
After the latest wave of its enlargement, in 2007, the EU was faced not only with internal problems in the old member states, as reflected in the negative vote of French and Dutch voters, but also with the challenge of integrating and adapting to the new member states. Such states, in particular the former members of the communist bloc, remain for most a relatively unknown quantity. One of the aims of this course is to familiarize the students with the history, politics, and culture of the new member states of the European Union. 

At the same time, the planned expansion of the EU in the coming years also raises numerous questions, not in the least about the readiness of these potential future members to fit into the general framework and value system of the Union. The other aim of the course is to analyse the new neighbours of the European Union, seen in the context of regional politics (e.g. EU’s enlargement) and to stimulate students to critically engage the prospects of the EU in the 21st century.

The course will thus explore in a comparative manner the history and politics of some of the new members of the European Union (Poland, Czech Republic, Hungary, the Baltic States) as well as some of the states bordering this new Europe (the successor states of Yugoslavia, Romania, Bulgaria, Russia, Ukraine, Belarus and Turkey). Simultaneously the course will be raising the more general question: How can we draw the borders of Europe? What does this say about how the EU defines itself in the 21st century? Where does Old Europe stop and the New Europe begin? How can Non Europe be defined?

Course Organization

The course consists of a series of lectures, in-class presentations of teams’ chosen topics and the writing of an exam essay. The two-hour long lectures will be held by the course coordinator, as well as by guest speakers from Center for European Studies/ Lund University, Malmö University, University of Copenhagen and Copenhagen Business School and will be thematically grouped in three sections:

1. OLD EUROPE – THE TRADITIONAL EUROPE AND THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE EU

2. NEW EUROPE – THE NEW MEMBERS OF THE EU AND THE CHALLENGES THEY BRING TO THE UNION

3. NON EUROPE? THE PLACE OF THE NEW EU NEIGHBOURS IN THE CONFIGURATION OF THE REGION IN THE 21ST CENTURY

The students will be introduced to the techniques of academic essay writing in a separate session. Benefiting from special library study time, the students - divided in groups of two or three - will then develop a research question, which would form the core of their in-class presentation. Thus, the students will have the opportunity to practice their public speaking skills, to receive feedback from their colleagues and the instructors and to improve and refine their research plan. This presentation will provide the outline for their essay, to be submitted towards the end of the course. A selected number of high quality student essays will have the opportunity to appear in a small publication, together with some of the lectures presented in the course.

At regular intervals there will be discussion sessions, which will give students the chance to clarify issues addressed in the lectures. These seminars will also be a platform for expressing opinions and for debating questions raised in the lectures or based on readings. During these seminars, students may also be involved in team-building exercises, helpful in fomenting a spirit of co-operation as well as critical thinking skills.

Grading

The students will be divided in teams of 2-3 members. Each team will be required to have one in-class presentation (40% of the grade) and one take-home essay (60% of the grade).
